· The hours of ministry will be from Monday and Thursday 9:30 a.m. until 1:00 p.m. and 6:30 p.m. until 9:00 p.m. Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday
· Children will not be accepted before 9:30 a.m. or 6:30 p.m.
· Children must be picked up no later than 1:00 p.m. or 9:00 p.m.

· If your child is picked up late a total of 3 times in the current season of groups, their name will be removed from the roster and childcare cannot be guaranteed for the remainder of the current season of groups. 
              Meals
· All children must have breakfast or dinner prior to drop off.  

· All children must have a lunch brought with them if they are staying through lunch. Snack will be provided.   

· All items brought in lunches must adhere to New Life Church’s allergy policy.

(Please see allergy policy below.)
· All drinks must be in sippy cups or water bottles. No drink boxes/pouches will be allowed.

· All items brought to church must be labeled with the child’s name for health purposes.

· Only baby bottles will be heated.
· Any child over one year old must have finger foods that they can feed themselves.
             Attendance

· You must be attending a small group to use this childcare privilege.
· If your child has been sick, they are welcome to return to KidsLife after being fever and symptom free without the aid of symptom-reducing medication for the past 48 hours.  
(Please see our Child Wellness Policy below.)
· In order to have a reserved spot for your child you MUST email us at kidslife@newlifechurch.org or call 265-3157 three business days in advance.

If you need to cancel a reservation, please e-mail or call to let us know.

· If there are a total of 3 times in the current season of groups that your child misses without KidsLife being given notice, or if your child is picked up late a total of 3 times in the current season of groups, their name will be removed from the roster and childcare cannot be guaranteed for the remainder of the current season of groups. 
In case of an emergency, you need to leave your cell phone on at all times while you are in your small group.

Wellness Policy for Children and Teachers

To ensure the health of all children and teachers, we ask that sick children or sick teachers not attend class while they are sick.  The Committee on Control of Infectious Diseases of the American Academy of Pediatrics recommends that a child should not attend church when any of the following symptoms exist:  

-
A fever of 100 degrees or higher 

-
Diarrhea or Vomiting, currently or within the last 48 hours- no matter what the cause is (medication, teething, etc.)

-     Any symptom of childhood diseases such as Scarlet Fever, German Measles, Mumps, Chicken Pox or Whooping Cough

-
Common cold (from onset through one week)

-
Sore throat, stuffy nose, constant cough or croup

-
Colored mucous (runny nose that is not clear)

-  
Any unexplained rash

-
Any skin infection: boils, ringworm, impetigo or any open sores that leak fluid/blood even if the condition is caused by eczema or other benign skin condition 

-
Pink eye or other eye infections/mucous or redness of the eye

-
Any communicable disease

-
Lice, including the presence of eggs or nits

These rules apply to all children and all teachers. If any of these symptoms are present, your child will not be permitted to enter the classroom. If we suspect a child is sick during class, the Hall Monitor will call the parent if needed.

To re-enter the classroom, all children and teachers must be symptom free for the past 48 hours without the aid of symptom-reducing medication.

If taking antibiotics, all teachers and children must have the antibiotic in his or her system for at least 24 hours before re-entering the classroom.
Allergy Awareness Policy
Please remember that no peanuts, peanut butter or other products containing chocolate and peanuts may be brought or eaten by children or teachers while at New Life Church.  

Potty Training Policy
A potty training policy has been implemented for sanitary reasons.

Potty Training vs. Potty Trained
We describe a child as potty-trained if the parent can drop off the child with no special instructions about taking the child to the bathroom. The potty-trained child will tell a worker if they need to go.
A parent who is potty-training a child must send their child in a pull-up until they can independently tell the workers that they need to go to the restroom. The Room Leader will still see to it that the child is taken when needed to help with the potty-training process.

If a child who is in the process of potty-training comes to KidsLife wearing underwear, the Room Leader will provide a pull-up for that day.
